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Grades 10-12 – Licensed Teacher Information Sheet 
Average  class size: 25-27
Gender mixed: No. Boys are taught by male teachers, and girls by female teachers, per UAE regulations. Schools are gender separated. 
Classroom assistants/interpreters: no. 

School year:  Early September to late June. Children are usually finished in late May but teachers are expected to stay 1 month extra for preparation, professional development, planning and set-up. 

Own class:  No – each teacher will be responsible to teach English to 3 different groups of children who may or may not be at the same age/level.  Each teacher will teach each of the 3 classes 10 times per week. 
Subject taught: English Language.  Note that for most of the pupils, Arabic is their first language and the level of English fluency will vary. Teaching will focus on grammar, vocabulary, etc.  As a point of reference, a typical Emirati grade 12 pupil will have the literacy of a grade 6-7 western pupil who has English as their first language. Therefore knowledge and experience of teaching children for whom English is not the first language will be very helpful. 

Typical class load: 30 of 45 periods per week, which is 6 of 8 periods per day.

Every school will have at least 2 but usually between 6 and 8 western teachers. Principals (Head Teachers) and the rest of the staff will be Emiratis or other Arabic/Gulf nationals.  Western Licensed Teachers will only teach English, other subjects such as Maths, Science, ICT will be taught by locally hired teachers.
